Similarities between Interims and Summative Assessments
· Global measuring of early and midyear student progress toward the summative assessment targets
· Aligned to South Dakota Content Standards
· Fit to Universal Design principals for maximum accessibility
· Same administration as the summative assessment
· Assessments for ELA and Math
Differences between Interims and Summative Assessments
· Available only in fixed form 
· Two attempts per student each year per assessment
Two types of Interims
1) ICA: Interim Comprehensive Assessment
a. Aligned to the summative assessment blueprint
b. Contains 
i. ELA CAT (Approx. 1.5-2 hours) and PT (Approx.  2 hours)
ii. Math CAT (Approx. 1.5-2 hours) and PT (Approx. 1-1.5 hours)
c. Report overall scale score, performance levels, and claim score information in ORS and AIRWays Reporting
2) IAB: Interim Assessment Blocks
a. Aligned to short specific target cluster aligned blueprints 
b. Each target cluster aligned IAB is approx. 6-18 items long
c. Report as “Below/At or Near/Above Standard” in AIRWays Reporting
d. Designed to be completed in one to two 45 minutes blocks/periods 
Caveats
· Hand Scoring
· [bookmark: _GoBack]NEW hand scoring system is incorporated within AIRWays Reporting. A YELLOW button will appear when a TE has assessment items to hand score. Hand scored items include all short constructed response items. Full writes with be scored using AI.
· [image: ]AI scoring consists of a confidence interval. When the confidence interval does not meet minimum requirements, a symbol will indicate a need to check to provided score for TE agreement. 
· Grade Flexibility
· Depending on purpose, assessment administrators may administer students a non-grade level assessment
· Restricted to 2 attempts per year due to fixed form assessments
· Some items are used on both ICAs and IABs
