Food Distribution

e Schools are not required to fill out an Overage, Shortage, and Damaged Report unless the USDA delivery was
shorted, damaged, or received extra product.

e To provide our schools with the best quality food products and to simplify the ordering process, we will be
making some changes to the iCAN order process over the next few months. Shorter shelf life product and
processed items were removed from allocations for the current November order form and the entitlement
dollars were returned to the School Districts. These items were moved to surplus and available to order on a
first come first serve basis. Effective with the January Delivery Order which will open November 27th, we will
no longer allocate products to schools. All ordering, effective with the January 2019 order form, will be on a
first come first serve basis. All available products in the warehouse will be listed in the Unallocated column on
your iCAN monthly order form. USDA Food is just like ordering from your distributor. The products have
expiration dates and we would like to see the product out of the warehouse and into the hands of the schools
as soon as possible.
